It is also useful in competitive situations 
where the advantages of touch-screens and “retail-hardened” hardware 
fall on deaf ears, and the user is looking only for the Dealer to supply a 
low-cost general market unit with a larger screen size.1 
This display is also useful for the MFS1 and MFS2 PC/Servers in ISS45 
systems.   
The 15” display is offered in “electronics store” format, with a standard 
base.  No pole mounts are offered for this product if needed for PoS use. 
The display carries a list price of $667 with a discount of 40%.  This places Dealer cost right at 
the $400 mark.   
There are several advantages of this unit compared to “electronics store” offerings: 
¾ This flat panel is offered in matching2 Fujitsu color for the rest of the TeamPoS terminal. 
¾ This 15” flat panel is validated with ISS45 — V7 and V8 WinPoS and V7 DOS.  In the 

selection process, we discovered that many flat panels that do not operate correctly and 
provide the entire screen view with DOS. 

¾ This 15” flat panel has been validated for proper operation with the TeamPoS 2000, and 
has been certified to meet FCC rules in system operation. 

¾ This 15” flat panel is covered by StoreNext’s 1-year exchange warranty.  
¾ This 15” flat panel uses a standard outlet instead a “wall brick” for power.  This ensures 

access to all power outlets under the counter.  
¾ Fujitsu has negotiated a long run-rate for this 15” flat panel, so Dealers will actually be 

able to start and finish a multi-store rollout with the same product — and get spares or 
additional lanes if required to match the rest of the store. 

¾ Dealers get full Centurion Club credit for these displays.  (Circuit City may be a fine 
place to shop, but purchases there are unlikely to credit toward tropical vacations.)
